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INDIVIDUAL WORK OF A STUDENT
AS A MEAN OF SELF-EDUCATION

ne of the conditions for self-rea- .

lization of personality is develo-

ping students’ need for continuous
education, the development their initiative, crea-
tive abilities, individual strategies of mastering
knowledge. Individual work plays special role in
this process.

The purpose of the study is to examine the
individual work of students as the important
mean of self-education of future teachers.

Problem of self-education is one of the
most important in professional teacher training.
67,2 % students think that they are engaged in a
self-education process on a sufficient level by
executing the large volume of homeworks.
22,8 % consider self-education as an activity
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correlated with individual tasks. And only a
small number of students (10 %) work with
a scientific literature which not on the obligatory
list. To develop students’ initiative to be an
active, participant of the educational process, it
is necessary to offer the different types of
individual work.

Individual work must be based on indivi-
dual needs of a student and include implemen-
tation of tasks of different difficulty levels: re-
productive, adaptive, and partially exploratory,
creative
