The Bologna process considers academic
mobility of teachers and students a vital instru-
ment for shaping the European educational spa-
ce and the labor market.

The aim of the study is to determine the
effectiveness of the international mobility of
students in a single European educational space
as a factor in improving the quality of education.
This goal dictates the following tasks: to identify
the problems of the international mobility of
students; to identify factors and conditions for
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further development of the international mobili-
ty of students and teachers in the European and
Russian international area; to determine the me-
chanism for the implementation of international
academic mobility programs at the university.
The solution to the problems showed above
is possible through:
Developing a unified approach for the pro-
cess of organization of international trai-
ning programs for bachelors: masters;
Mutually beneficial and fruitful cooperation
between the Universities of the European
educational area in the part of the
international exchange of students, teachers,
and educational exchange programs in
different levels;
Creation of a mechanism in which under-
graduate and graduate students jointly ma-
nage research projects
Development of the international scientific
community among students
