re algorithms for the solution are
not known to the subject. The modemn world
community due to its progressive variability is
characterized by the appearance of problems,
problems with many unknowns, the solution of
which is becoming possible if in the education
system a future specialist is formed as a creative
person. The creative personality is characterized
by a steady focus on creativity, motivation and
creative activity, high level of creativity ensu-
ring the achievement of socially and personally
meaningful creative (objective / subjective new)
results. The dominant qualities of a creative
personality include: independence (P.L. Kapitza)
and originality (A.N Luk) of thinking, non-stan-
dard approaches (S.M Bernstein), dissatistaction
of the achieved (G.S Altshuller), intellectual
activity (D.B. Bogojavlenskaja).

Creativity in the practical activities of the
teacher is varied. The novelty may manifest it-
self in non-standard approaches to solving the
problem; in the development of new methods,
forms, techniques, tools, and their original com-
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binations; in the effective application of the ex-
perience in new environment; in the improve-
ment, rationalization, modernization of the
known in accordance with the new tasks, in a
successful improvisation not only of accurate
knowledge and competent calculation but also of
highly developed intuition; in the ability to see
the «the fan of options» of solving the problem;
in the ability to transform methodical recom-
mendations, theoretical concepts into concrete
pedagogical actions. The highest level of tea-
cher's creativity is the creation of new, highly
efficient systems of training, education and
development. In the educational discourse that
split-level is described by such concepts as
pedagogical innovation, innovative technology,
invention. According to its objective meaning
and implications, the results of pedagogical
creativity can be divided into discoveries, inven-
tions and improvements and respectively, and
we can talk about the three levels of creativity.
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
