task of developing intercultural
academic competence of students and getting
them prepared for success in intercultural edu-
cation space is becoming a priority for national
systems of teacher education. The procedural
component of a mode! for development of inter-
cultural academic competence of future teachers
include: stages, means and conditions of inter-
cultural academic competence.

Pedagogical logic of development of inter-
cultural academic competence is built on prin~
ciples of axiology, activity, independence, prob-
lem and dialogue, and is realized as a sequence
of the following stages: preparation (diagnostic),
training, self-realization, the final stage (eva-
luation).

At each stage different organizational
forms, techniques and methods of the educatio-
nal process may be used. The choice is deter-
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mined by basic problems that need to be solved
at a particular stage. It can be questionnaires,
training sessions and seminars, special courses
and training, joint scientific international re-
search programs and projects, training in other
universities in frame of academic exchanges,
study tours (including language trainings ab-
road), a portfolio of academic achievement, etc.

The process of development of the acade-
mic competence of students in intercultural edu-
cational environment can be successful in cert-
ain conditions. The external conditions include
the establishment and functioning of specially
organized educational environment of the uni-
versity. The internal conditions are connected to
students’ integrative activity as a subject of
teaching.
