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ve to the fact that the number of

publications is one of the indica-

tors that affect the ranking status
of the university, the requirement to increase a
foreign publication activity of university tea-
chers is expressed more and more often.
However, in general, for the majority of the
educational community in Belarus, especially in
the humanitarian field, publication in foreign
journals is often a matter of a personal interest
and activity, while foreign academic community
for a long time has been guided by the principle
«publish or perish», as a lack of qualitative pub-
lications is a serious obstacle for an academic
career.

Passivity of the international academic wri-
ting of Belarusian university teachers has several
causes. For example, a very low level of acade-
mic mobility and the related small-scale expe-
rience in international academic events; lack of
practice in writing academic papers for indexed
international journals; «closeness» of the domes-
tic educational community; low level of aca-
demic foreign language; lack of experience in
conducting or participating in a serious inter-
national collaborative researches. The comple-
xity of the publication process is also determi-
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ned by a number of difficulties that can be
generalized as a distinction in academic writing
standards adopted in Belarus and abroad: the
structure of a scientific article in IMRAD for-
mat, clear fixation of unexplored aspects of the
topic in the relevance part of the article, the need
for good knowledge of a foreign literature and
analysis of the place a study has among the
others conducted in the world; correct termino-
logy translation; confirmation of each statement
by a number of references; complete description
of experimental details, etc.

There are different ways of solving the
problem. Some Russian universities introduced
cash payments of premiums for publications in
major international journals. Western postgra-
duate programs have a practice of inviting
editors of leading magazines with lectures about
how the editorial selection takes place. Howe-
ver, apart from fiscal and other stimulus, there
must be a higher school education courses that
enable teachers to acquire the necessary
academic writing competencies.
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
