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COOPERATUION AND CO~- AUTHORSHIP
AS THE FACTOR OF DEVELOPMENT OF
FUTURE TEACHER'’S CREATIVITY

he main task of modern system of

education is development of a crea-

tive personality that has the certain
knowledge and abilities necessary for profes-
sional future.

The main condition in the process is co-
operation and co — authorship.

We have studied works and articles and
found out that there were not many scientist who
have learned this question. V. Kan-Kalic and
N. Nikandrov studied this problem and proposed
the model that is based on cooperation between
teacher and students:

1) teacher— example (he ignores co-
authorship);

2) teacher — conductor (he insists on crea-
tivity, but ignores individuality of his students);

3) teacher — mirror (he supports creativity
and creative ideas and creative actions of stu-

dents);

4) teacher — director (he assists in indivi-
duality with the help of co-authorship with
students.).
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We can confirm that activity of teacher in
role — playing acts, communication and absence
of dominating orders is the stimulus for stu-
dents’ creative work. Interaction of teacher and
students in the process of formation creativity
will be productive if we follow the next con-
ditions:

e creations of psychological situations that
make students more active and open their
capabilities;

* support students’ aspiration for self-ex-
pression;

* not evident stimulation of students (stimu-
lation is existed, but it is so professional
that students don’t notice it ).

Cooperation and co-authorship play a very
important role in the pedagogical process and
formation of future teachers’ creativity.
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
