COOPERATION BETWEEN BELARUS AND RUSSIA

ooperation between Belarus and

Russia in the Union State in the

field of education is an important
step to creation of a common educational space.
Joint activities supported by the adoption of the
legal framework guarantee equal rights for
Russian and Belarusian citizens for education
and provide mutual recognition of certificates of
education, scientific degrees and titles.

The Federal Target Program «Research and
Scientific-Pedagogical Personnel of the Innova-
tive Russia for 2009-2013» define effective in-
tegration into the global community, competiti-
veness, and modernization of Russian education.
Its main task is to create the conditions for ef-
fective reproduction of scientific and scientific-
pedagogical staff, secure the youth in science,
education and high technology, as well as to
maintain the continuity of generations in science

and education.

In accordance with the Belarus State
Program of Higher Education Development for
20112015 it is planned to increase the class of
graduates of professional engineers and techni-
cians, improve the quality of open learning dis-
tance education, and introduce a mandatory
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requirement of proficiency in spoken foreign
language in obtaining of the National higher
certificate.

The concept of social development of the
