The article investigates the formation of Gothic tradition and its reception in literary studies. Since its introduction
Gothic novel has aroused great interest among readers and literary critics. The mobility of its boundaries allowed
writers to experiment and thus contributed to the emergence of new forms of literature. One of the essential fea-
tures of Gothic novel is blurring of genre boundaries, the researchers inevitably raise the question of compliance
of certain features to the canon of Gothic genre. Therefore, many literary critics disagree on the classification of

gothic novels by types.

Gothic genre has undergone significant changes and transformations, however the matrix of the main features
and well-established canons of the Gothic genre can clearly be seen both in works of this genre, as well as in
other genre forms. Gothic tradition demonstrated extraordinary flexibility to changing cultural epochs. Through
supernatural phenomena that embodies transmission of real and imaginary deep fears of humanity, writers philo-
sophically deeply comprehend the burning problems of our time.
