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THE ROLE OF THE FAMILY IN THE DEVELOPMENT
OF ADOLESCENT MEDIA SAFETY SKILLS
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This article examines the interaction of a family and a teenager against the background of the
digital gap between generations and the influence of parents on the formation of digital competencies
of minors. In the context of active interaction of adolescents with the media environment, the problem
of insufficient involvement of parents in children's activities on the Internet arises, which can lead to
increased vulnerability to media risks. The value of the research results lies in identifying the need
for parents to actively participate in the media socialization of adolescents and in improving their
digital skills. The novelty of the article lies in the emphasis on the role of trusting relationships and
active participation of parents in the virtual life of teenagers as key factors contributing to the
development of their media competence.
